Where does school registration take place?

Children aged 6 to 10 years

If your child is 6-10 years old, he or she has to go to a primary school.

Please register your child with the appropriate primary school.

Which school is appropriate depends on your residential address here in Karlsruhe.

Children aged 11 to 15 years
If your child is 11-15 years old, he or she has to go to a secondary school.
